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‘Green chemistry will help in lowering waste, by-products’

Trichy: The ‘green chemistry’ concept will play a major role in the future as it is of utmost importance to
minimise waste and unwanted by-products, said G D Yadav, vice-chancellor of Institute of Chemical
Technology (ICT), Mumbai, here on Thursday.

Yadav was speaking at the inaugural session of International conference on the advantages and challenges
for sustainable ecosystem (ICACSE — 2018) at the National Institute of Technology (NIT-T), where he
was the chief guest.

Green chemistry involves designing chemical products and processes that reduce or eliminate the use or
generation of hazardous substances. As examples, Yadav said carbon dioxide sequestration (extracting
and storing carbon dioxide emissions to prevent its release into the atmosphere), improving bio-methanol
production, hydrogen energy and solar-based transportation would play a major role in the future.
Addressing the crowd, Yadav said implementing green chemistry principles would go a long way in terms
of minimising waste and reducing unwanted by-products.

He also stressed on the importance of collaboration between the academic fraternity and industrialists on
a multi-disciplined research outcome, which may largely benefit the basic needs of people in the country.
“Wasting just 10g of food may leave millions in hunger. The challenges for India largely lie in developing
basic sanitation, food, infrastructure, providing clean and accessible water source and attaining
satisfactory energy generation through renewable resources,” he added. He urged the research community
to concentrate more on reducing waste while generating beneficial products.

ICACSE - 2018, which would be held till December 8, is being organised by the Department of Chemical
Engineering at NIT-T, focussing on various trends and challenges to advance the technological aspects of
design and operation of chemical plants, development of advanced/novel functional materials and

processes.

NIT-Tiruchirappalli 20th National Power System conference NPSC-2018 was organized by the department of EEE
titled “Towards a Sustainable Energy Future through Efficient, Smart and Green Technologies” from 14th to 16th
December 2018.The conference was well attended by eminent academicians, faculty members and students from
reputed technical and educational institutions from different parts of the country and representatives of
governmental bodies and industry.

During the valedictory program conducted in the evening,Prof. Mini Shaji Thomas, Director,NIT-T presided over
the function and informed about the various sessions of the event. NPSC 2018 had a high-level and extensive
scientific program consisting of: Four tutorial sessions (each of three hours duration), seven Keynote Addresses,
one panel session and 23 Technical sessions, inclusive of 22 oral and 1 poster presentation session. A total of 194
delegates of which 52 were from academia, 121 were students, 12 from the industry and 8 under the listener
category. In addition to this, there were 31 invitees, and 28 delegates under the sponsored category.

Kharagpur spoke elaborately on "Modern Power System Protection Practices and Applications for Smart Grids and
Microgrids" in the Tutorial Session — I. Dr. Sachin Srivastava, ABB Ltd., presented the “IEC600255 Functional
Testing Standards of Numerical Relays” in the same session, where the years of industrial experience was very
evident.

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NIT-T to offer M.Sc. Mathematics from 2020

National Institute of Technology - Tiruchi (NIT-T) has deferred its plan to offer M.Sc. Mathematics

programme. In all probability, the programme will be offered from 2020 and not from next academic year
as planned earlier. The start of the programme has been pushed back since the seat matrix had to be sent
in time for conduct of JAM (Joint Admission Test for M.Sc.) 2019 based on which the NIT-T admits
students. The NIT-T admits students to M.Sc. programmes in Physics, Chemistry and Computer Science
based on JAM score. The M.Sc. Mathematics programme was approved in principle by the Senate of NIT-
T. Also, the institution has adequate faculty strength to offer the PG programme. The Mathematics
Department will shortly be preparing a detailed proposal for offering M.Sc. programme, NIT-T Director
Mini Shaji Thomas said.

Likewise, the Humanities Department is expected to come up with a proposal for starting PG programme
in English Literature. The matter has to be discussed in the Board of Studies for approval of content. The
proposal will then be discussed in the Senate for approval. The approval of any new programme will hinge
on funding, recruitment of faculties, establishment of laboratories, for increasing accommodation capacity
in hotels, and offering scholarships, she said.

At present, the Department of Humanities and Social Sciences offers nine courses: basic course in
communicative English, communicative English, professional communication, corporate communication,
business communication, human psychology and organisational behaviour, entrepreneurship
development, industrial economics and management, and personnel management and labour laws.

New faculties for Humanities Department will be appointed in the next round of recruitment, she said.
So far, the NIT-Rourkela has been the only NIT to offer an M.A. programme in Development Studies
through the Department of Humanities and Social Science.

The Department of Humanities and Social Sciences in IIT Madras offers five-year integrated M.A.
programmes in Development Studies and English Studies. The students are chosen based on their
performance in HSEE (Humanities and Social Sciences Entrance Examination) conducted by IIT Madras

every year.
