Young inventors in the 10-15 age group and studying in Classes VI to X were mentored
at a special workshop organised by the National Institute of Technology — Tiruchi (NIT-
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T) in collaboration with the National Innovation Foundation India (NIF) and the
Department of Science and Technology, Delhi, recently.

An adjustable upper berth for senior citizens in trains, a chaff separator, and an LPG
cylinder trolley were among the prototypes presented by the 13 schoolchildren (eight from
Tamil Nadu and five from Puducherry) who had participated in the competition organised
under the auspices of the “Innovation in Science Pursuit for Inspired Research”
(INSPIRE)-Million Minds Augmenting National Aspirations and Knowledge (MANAK)
scheme of the Department of Science and Technology.

Senior NIT-T professors addressed the students on innovation, artificial intelligence,
intellectual property rights, start-ups, and rapid prototype. They interacted with each
student participant individually, critically evaluated their innovation, and provided
suggestions for improvements.

The students and guide teachers were taken to the 3-D printing unit to understand rapid
prototype techniques.

Talking about her daily struggles, she said that she worked as a daily wager while
simultaneously preparing for the entrance exam.

National Institute of Technology — Tiruchi (NIT-T) has secured funding of ¥85 lakh from
the Department of Science and Technology — Science and Heritage Research Initiative
(DST-SHRI) to carry out a research project on preserving the UNESCO world heritage
sites in Tamil Nadu.

According to an official statement from NIT, a total of four sites — the Airavateswara
Temple near Kumbakonam, Brihadeeswarar Temple at Thanjavur and Gangaikonda
Cholapuram Temple at Jayakondam (collectively known as Great Living Chola
Temples) and a group of monuments at Mahabalipuram — will be studied as part of the
project.

The academic team will be led by K. Muthukumaran, NIT-T BIS chair professor and
head, Department of Civil Engineering. The other members of the expert panel include
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NIT-T academics K. Thirumaran, professor, Department of Architecture, and Prabha
Mohandoss assistant professor, Department of Civil Engineering, V.R. Madappa
Sivasubramanian and V. Senthilkumar from NIT Puducherry, Vidya Bhushan Maji from
Indian Institute of Technology (IIT) Madras and M. Ramkumar from Periyar University,
Salem.

The team will study the susceptibility of the monuments to damage caused by
settlement due to changes in subsoil properties. It will also evaluate the risks caused by
environmental and human impact. The geological characteristics of the rocks
comprising these structures for implementing proper conservation will be examined.

The project will investigate the subsoil profile and existing foundation using geophysical

investigations. Non-destructive testing methods will be used to assess the mechanical
properties of the construction materials.

Four-year B.Sc-B.Ed degree will train higher secondary school
teachers in Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics

The National Institute of Technology—Tiruchi (NIT-T) has launched its first batch of B.Sc-
B.Ed integrated teachers’ training degree this year with an intake of 50 students in the
four-year course.
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The course would be offered in Physics, Chemistry, and Mathematics streams and would
train teachers for Classes Xl and XlI across all school boards, NIT Director G. Aghila said
addressing a press conference ahead of the institute’s convocation on August 3.

“This programme of National Council for Teacher Education was started in 2022 in
keeping with the National Education Policy 2020. There are three levels of teacher
training degrees: Classes | to VIII; Classes IX and X, and Classes XI and XIl. NIT-T has
been given Level 3 and is among the 61 institutions selected for the project’s second
phase. The main aim is to create a skilled generation of teachers who will have a positive
impact on school education over the long term,” Ms. Aghila said.

The course will be coordinated by a staff member of NIT-T and the Physics, Chemistry
and Mathematics department heads. Tutors will be recruited separately for the integrated
degree programme.

In the field of computing, NIT-T is all set to collaborate with the Indian Institute of
Technology — Madras, in SHAKTI, an open-source initiative by the Reconfigurable
Intelligent Systems Engineering (RISE) group to develop the first indigenous Indian
industrial-grade processor.

“We will be opening a special laboratory to work on this supercomputing project,” Ms.
Aghila said.

Ms. Aghila added that mentorship programmes had been put in place for students from
government schools and from weaker socio-economic sections of society.

Placement drive

The 2023-24 campus placement drive in which over 275 organisations participated, saw
NIT-T graduates secure over 1,400 job offers in various sectors. Of this, 40 students
had opted for teaching positions, said an official statement.

The importance of nurturing indigenous ideas to ensure that developmental projects is
both locally relevant and globally competent, said N. Kalaiselvi, Director-General, Council
of Scientific and Industrial Research (CSIR) and secretary, Department of Scientific and
Industrial Research (DSIR).

“Graduates should take it as a challenge to develop an indigenous technology in a key
field as a tribute to their institute and their country,” she said speaking at the convocation
ceremony of the National Institute of Technology — Tiruchi (NIT-T) on Saturday.

“In the geopolitical conditions of our times, we cannot depend on any other country for
any other technology or livelihood-related requirements,” Ms. Kalaiselvai said.

She urged young Indians to cultivate a start-up culture and critically assess the
sustainability of such ventures. Although many start-ups faced the challenge of sustaining
themselves, she asked graduates to keep up the pursuit of innovative ideas.

Ms. Kalaiselvi said it was encouraging to see the growing number of students opting for
postgraduate studies as also their higher rate of job placements.

A total of 2,173 graduands received their degrees at the 20th convocation. The
President’'s Medal for the highest overall cumulative grade point average (CGPA) was
awarded to Sneha Ann Reji of B. Tech, Computer Science and Engineering. Institute
medals were presented to nine B.Tech., one B. Arch., 23 M. Tech., four M. Sc, and one
each of M. Arch., MCA, MBA, and M.A. graduands.

National Institute of Technology — Tiruchi (NIT-T) has retained the ninth place among the
top engineering institutions in the country under the National Institutional Ranking
Framework (NIRF) India Rankings 2024 of the Union Ministry of Education released on
Monday.

The NIT-T stood 9th in 2023 and 8th in 2022. NIT-T had a score of 66.88 against last
year's 69.71. It was ranked 31 in the overall ranking of institutions in the country.

Shanmugha Arts Science Technology & Research Academy (SASTRA), a deemed
university in Thanjavur, stood 28th among the top 100 universities in the country while
Bharathidasan University was ranked 36 and the Central University of Tamil Nadu,
Tiruvarur, was ranked 99.

SASTRA secured the 38th rank among engineering institutions. It has been placed at 47

in the overall ranks while the Bharathidasan University (BDU) improved its ranking to 55.
SASTRA secured the 14th position in the top 40 law institutions.
